Translation of Remembrances of Grandparents and Parents
Connellsville, PA March 23, 1959

My father George Matuschak as far as I know was an orphan. My
grandfather and grandmother I never heard anything of since they had
both died. My father was raised by Paul Matuschak, father of the
Matuschaks in Cleveland and Farrel, PA. His father was John
Matuschak who was the oldest son of Paul and Anna Podracky
Matuschak (only so much for my father). When my father married
my mother Magdalana Papcun, her father came to Richnava and they
were married. She was an only daughter of her parents who
remained. And their relatives I do not know anything about them.
When grandfather John Papcun got married with Helen Istocin they
lived with the grandmother in Richnava and they lived there with her
forever. My grandfather and grandmother had six children, two sons,
Florian and Tobias and four girls. The oldest daughter was
Magdalana who became my mother. The second daughter was Maria
and she moved to Kluknava and married Valentine Kollar. His son is
Stephan Kollar of Uniontown. The third daughter was Julia got
married in Hrisofka to George Kolarik and he was father of Francis
Kolarik who was killed and lived in Oliver #1, PA. The fourth was
Anna Pacun. She came single to Johnstown and there she got married
to Stephan Uhrin of Belbah, Spis County. He died a long time ago
and Aunt Anna Uhrin. I haven’t heard or read about. These
rememberences as I remember them Andrew E Matuschak.
