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Micro-ethnography of social interaction is an approach that combines certain

elements from ethnography of communication, ethnomethodology,  interactional sociolinguistics,  and what is now being called multimodal discourse analysis.  The latter's origins can be traced to "context analysis"--a line of work initiated in the pioneering study called "The Natural History of an Interview" (NHI).  In consonance with the basic perspective of NHI,  micro-ethnography considers the real time conduct of social interaction as an ecology of mutual influence between listeners and speakers,  and it integrates information from participant observational fieldwork with close analysis of audiovisual records of interaction face to face.  Illustrative examples of video material,  transcription approaches, and analysis will be presented in the talk,  with an overview of the perspective that is inherited from NHI.
