Accessing the Cogs 102B Course Wiki

You will be downloading many of your lab materials from the course wiki, including Video files for Projects 1 & 2. You will each receive an email “Invitation” to this site via your UCSD email address 


- This will enable you to set up a Username and Password to access this material. 

Directions:


1. Check your UCSD email account for an email / invitation from 102B Wiki, 



titled “102B Wiki wants you to join Cogsci 102B Cognitive Ethnography”


2. Inside the email is a link that says “Accept Invitation,” as well as one that says “Join Me”. 



Click either of these links to open the wiki in your web browser.


3. You will be directed to a Sign In  page. 



a. Create a Username and Password by filling in the blanks, and clicking “Join” at the bottom. 





- Please keep your Username and Password in a safe place!


b. If you already have a Username and Password, click the link that says: 




“Already have a Wetpaint account?  Sign In”



c. If you have an account but forgot your Password, click “Sign In”, then “Forgot Your Password?” 




You’ll be prompted to fill in your email address & receive an email to reset your Password.


4. A few things to note about your WetPaint account…


a. Wetpaint accounts are tied to your email address. If you already have an account on Wetpaint, but are 




trying to create a new account, you will need to use a different email address. 



b. Your Username will be displayed, and cannot be changed once it is created. Please create a username 




that indicates your identity, such as “BobSmith.” You can check your username for availability by 





clicking “Check Username” next to the Username field.



c. All other fields, including your email address, can be modified on the site by clicking “My Profile,” 




then “Profile,” then “Account Information”


5. Please upload a (p.c.) picture of yourself! The size limit is 500kb


6. Once you set up your account, you will be able to access the wiki by visiting http://cogs102b.wetpaint.com, 



and using your Username and Password to sign in.

Each of the course projects will require you to view movies files, often in fine detail. 
You may use any video player that allows you to move frame-by-frame through the file & to see the frame number. We recommend that you download QuickTime 7, available for free for Windows or Mac OSX. 
Directions for downloading QuickTime: 


1. Open your web browser, and navigate to http://www.apple.com/quicktime/    (or Google “QuickTime”)


2. Click the link that says “Free Download”


3. Select your operating system, type in your email address, and click “Free Download Now”


4. Download and install QuickTime to your computer

If you already have QuickTime, please make sure to install the most recent updates:


1. The latest QuickTime is version 7.5.5. To check your version:



PC: Open QuickTime  > Help > About QuickTime



Mac: Open QuickTime  > QuickTime Player > About QuickTime Player


2. To update your QuickTime software: 



PC: Open QuickTime > Help > Update Existing Software



Mac: Open QuickTime > QuickTime Player > Update Existing Software

Downloading Course Video Files

- Some of these files (the ones your Team must analyze) will be available for download in .avi format. 

- Other videos will be posted for you to view only, and will appear as Flash movies. 
To download movie files: 


1. Right click on the link that corresponds to the video file you want to download

2. Select “Save Link As…” (if you are browsing with Firefox), or “Save Target As…” (if Internet Explorer), 


or “Download linked file as…”  (if Safari), or equivalent, in your browser

3. Select a location on your computer, then click “Save.” The movie will download to your hard drive. 

To open the file in QuickTime, open QuickTime > File > Open File > Select file and click Open

- To view frame count (or fractions of a second), under Window select Show Movie Inspector (Current Time)
